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Day 1
Arrive in Geneva, drive to the
Oisans Valley (2.5 hr drive to first
hotel).
Arrive in Paris, 5.5 hr drive to
QOisans, or 3:45 hr train to Greno-
ble, then 1 hr drive to QOisans).
Depending on arrival time, take a
short - medium ride.

Days 2-4

Choice of rides ranging from 25-
70 miles over the next 3 days.
Epic climbs include the Col du
Glandon, Col de la Croix de Fer,
Col du Galibier, Col de Télé-
graph, Les Deux Alpes and of
course, the magnetic Alpe
d’Huez. In addition to the clas-
sic cols, we provide you with
details of the “secret rides”, the
local’s favorites, and relatively
unknown cols that have been
added to Tour de France routes
in recent years. You may want
to plan your visit to the Oisans
around which day you’ll take on
the Alpe d’'Huez. We’'ll give you
tips for climbing it successfully
and how to plan your day
around the climb, as well as ad-
vice on the best and most beau-
tiful ways to descend (there’s
options other than going down
the same way you came up,
some better than others). There
are enough incredible rides
around here to keep you busy
for well over a week, so let us
know if you want to add days to
the itinerary.

For the hyper-motivated cy-
clists: we'll include the route of

the famous cyclo-sportive, La
Marmotte, a loop of 174km/108
mi. and 16,400 feet of climbing
in one day! We tell you how and
give you all the tips to best com-
plete it safely, but we don't rec-
ommend this one without sag
support by someone in your
group!

Day 5
Transfer day. Departure after
breakfast to your hotel or B&B
in Talloires on the Lac d’Annecy,
2 hours away (3+ hrs via the
scenic route). This may be a
good “recovery” day for an easy
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ride around the lake. Or, if you
still have it in the legs, add the
steep, but relatively short Col de
la Forclaz overlooking the lake.
Finish the afternoon off with a
dip in this pristine lake. Enjoy
exploring the lively town of An-
necy tonight and select one of
our suggested restaurants for a
memorable experience.

Days 6 & 7

Choice of 6 rides, accessing
more famous Tour de France
cols, including Col des Aravis,
Col de la Croix Fry, Col de la
Colombiere, Col de Semnoz,
Col des Saisies, Cormet de
Roselend, and more. Some are
easier than others; we’'ll give
you the scoop on how to
choose which ones are best for
you, your talents and desires!
Or add on a few days to your
itinerary to access more of
them.

Day 8
Less than 1 hr. drive to Geneva
for your departure; 5 hr drive to
Paris or 4 hr train to Paris.
